In the Senior age group, Rebecca Lewinson (16) took third in the 200 Breast (2:21.25) and fifth in the 100 breast (1:06.54), both NCSA Junior National Times; Megan Lydzinski (15) won the 100 free with a USA Swimming National Time of (51.30);

The Senior Womens’ 400 Free Relay placed 3rd with a Junior National Time of 3:35.31 and included Megan Lydzinski, Kelly Covey, Rebecca Lewinson and Brynja Winnan.  The Senior Womens’ Medley Relay came in fourth with a Sectional Time of 3:58.20 and included Brynja Winnan, Anna Marshall, Rebecca Lewinson and Megan Lydzinski.

Coach Lucy was a member of the Chinese National Swim Team and China’s Olympic Team between 1980 and 1984, She was Chinese national champion in the 200 meter butterfly in 1980, 1981, 1982, 1983, and 1984, and was five years a National Record-holder, breaking the national record more than ten times and eight times winning the title of National Champion.  Most recently, she has been nominated as the New Jersey Swimming 2006 Age Group Coach of the Year.
