X-Cel Swimming Top 8 Results 

from Princeton Invitational Meet
Princeton, NJ, January 17-18, 2009 – X-Cel Swimmers gave a strong performance at the “Princeton Invitational Meet” held May 17-18 at Princeton University’s DeNunzio Pool.  X-Cel swimmers had nearly ninety top eight finishes at this meet. 

In the 10 & under age group, Madeleine Deardorff (10) took second place in both the 50 fly (33.34) and 100 fly (1:18.09), fourth place in the 100 IM (1:17.68), fifth place in the 200 free (2:27.58) and seventh place in both the 50 back (36.98) and 100 free (1:08.80).  Emily Hung (10) won first place in the 100 fly (1:12.06) and took second place in four events: 50 backstroke (33.87), 100 breaststroke (1:24.13), 100 freestyle (1:02.17) and 200 freestyle (2:20.00).  Hung also swam to a fourth place finish in the 100 back (1:13.85). Alyssa Schiera (10) took fifth place in the 100 IM (1:19.18), sixth place in the 100 breast (1:30.31), seventh place in the 100 back (1:20.29) and eighth place in both the 50 fly (34.88) and 50 back (36.91).  Melinda Tang (9) swam to a seventh place finish in the 200 freestyle (2:36.10) and eighth place finishes in both the 50 free (31.82) and 200 IM (2.57.54).  Russell In (10) placed third in the 100 back (1:18.47), fourth in both the 50 fly (33.71) and 100 IM (1:20.12), fifth in the 100 fly (1:24.18) and sixth in the 100 free (1:10.17).
In the 11-12 age group, Alexandra Brown (12) won first place in the 50 breaststroke (34.46) and placed fifth in the 100 breast (1:16.43).  Carla Tuan (12) took fifth place in the 500 free (5:46.85) and eighth place in the 200 IM (2:29.47).  Allan Wang (11) swam to a sixth place finish in the 100 fly (1:07.92) and a seventh place finish in the 50 breast (36.51).  Cynthia Wu (11) came in seventh in the 50 fly (30.55) and eighth in the 100 fly (1:10.44).

In the 13-14 age group, Julia Cunningham (13) won first place in the 200 butterfly with a time of (2:13.68).  Cunningham also placed fifth in the 200 IM (2:18.97).   Serena Deardorff (13) placed fourth in the 100 free (56.97), fifth in both the 100 fly (1:05.19) and 200 back (2:19.39), sixth in the 200 free (2:05.36) and eighth in the 100 back (1:05.93).  Jennifer Enos (14) swam to a seventh place finish in the 200 backstroke (2:21.41). ).  Alexandra Lager (13) placed eighth in the 200 backstroke (2:21.42).  Aleksa Lapinas (13) won first place in the 50 freestyle with a time of (25.72).  Lapinas also swam to a second place finish in the 100 free (55.86).  Ann Hyunah Lee (14) took seventh place in the 50 freestyle (27.06).  Cindy Shi (13) placed fifth in the 200 breast (2:40.91) and seventh in the 100 breast (1:15.36).  Connie Zhang (14) won first place in the 100 breaststroke with a time of (1:12.27).  Connie also placed third in the 200 breast (2:35.80) and seventh in the 200 IM (2:21.54).  Wilson Chan (13) finished sixth in the 100 back (1:02.54). Harun Filipovic (14) placed fourth in the 100 fly (1:00.57), fifth in the 100 back (1:02.15), sixth in the 400 IM (4:52.36) and seventh in the 200 back (2:14.41).

In the 15 & over age group, Virginia Hung (18) placed fifth in the 100 fly (1:01.58) and eighth in the 200 fly (2:21.17).  Emily Koyen (15) swam to a sixth place finish in the 100 backstroke with a time of (1:05.27).  Megan Lydzinski (15) won first place in the 200 freestyle with a meet record of (1:54.01).  Lydzinski also placed fourth in the 400 IM (4:55.61) and sixth in the 200 IM (2:17.10).  Anna Marshall swam to second place finishes in both the 100 breast (1:08.44) and 200 breast (2:28.77) and took fifth place in the 400 IM (4:59.02). Kelly Covey (16) placed fourth in the 50 free (25.42) and fifth in both the 100 free (55.26) and 200 free (2:01.25). ).  Brynja Winnan (16) took third place in the 200 backstroke with a time of (2:14.53) and seventh place in the 100 freestyle (55.99).  Derek Chiao (17) placed fifth in the 100 breaststroke (1:06.47) and seventh in the 200 breast (2:27.23).  Calvin Chiu (15) swam to a second place finish in the 100 back (56.67) and took sixth place in the 200 back (2:07.03). Peter Deardorff (15) placed fourth in the 500 free (5:01.01), fifth in the 200 fly (2:07.39) and sixth in three events: the 50 free (23.46), 100 free (50.75) and 200 free (1:50.55).  Jung-Mao Hsieh (16) finished eighth in both the 200 back (2:08.15) and 200 fly (2:16.25). Dave Pennenga (17) placed seventh in the 100 breaststroke (1:07.69) and eighth in the 500 freestyle (5:11.11).
