in the Fall Festival of X-Cellence Meet
Princeton, New Jersey – X-Cel Swimming co-hosted the “Fall Festival of X-Cellence Meet” at Princeton University’s DeNunzio Pool, November 7-8.  X-Cel Swimming’s relay teams had over ten finishes in the top eight at this meet.  X-Cel’s strong performance, showcased the breadth and depth of this team’s capabilities.  Top-eight finishes by age group and event follow.
In the 10 and under age group, Melinda Tang (10), won first place in both 100 and 500 free (1:04.54 and 6:11.28). Tang also captured third in back ( 1:16.78), second  in 100 IM (1:15.38), fourth place in 50 free (30.37).  Vanessa Lerner (10) won sixth place in 50 back (40.96).  Michael Zhong (10), placed fifth in the 200 free (2:32.27) sixth in 100 fly (1:22.32). Samuel Golbin (10), won sixth place in 500 free (7:57.25).  The girls 10 and under relay team  (Vanessa Lerner, Melinda Tang, Jackie Ngu and Leslie Zhang ) won sixth  place in 200 yard medley (2:28.95)  and eighth place in 200 yard Free (2:13.17).
The boys 10 and under 200 yard medley relay team (Eric Tong , Eric Liang , Michael Zhong  and Pradyun Biswas ) won seventh  place with a time of (2:29.93).  The boys 10 and under 200 yard freestyle relay team (Pradyun Biswas ,  Michael Liu , Kevin Liu, and Eric Liang ) took eighth place with a time of (2:13.61).

In the 11-12 age group, Emily Hung (11), placed third in 200 IM (2:24.72) and seventh in the 200 free (2:10.42). Samantha Chan (12) placed first in 12 & under 200 breast     (2:39.76), third in 400 IM (5:07.13) and sixth in 100 breast (1:16.83). Cynthia Wu (12) captured second place in 12 & under 200 breast (2:40.71) and sixth place in 12 & under 100 fly (1:06.69). Wu also took fifth place in both 400 IM (5:08.90) and 12 & under 200 fly (2:36.81) and fourth place in 200 IM (2:25.54). Allan Wang (12), won first place in both 200 back (2:21.90) and 12 & under 200 free (2:06.14). Wang also won second in 200 IM, 100 fly and 200 breast (2:20.49, 1:03.59 and 2:35.09). Ethan Vaca (12) took fifth in both 400 IM (5:22.90) and 500 free (5:50.71), Vaca also captured seventh in 100 free (1:01.49). Raymond Lu (12) placed sixth in 400 IM (5:23.08) and eighth in 50 free (27.83). The 11-12 girls relay team (Emily Hung, Samantha Chan, Cynthia Wu and Madeleine Deardroff ) captured second in 200 yard medley (2:04.24) and third place in 200 yard free (1:52.59).  The 11-12 boys 200 yard medley relay team A (Raymond Lu , Christian Chiang, Allan Wang  and James Wu ) placed second (2:05.30) while  team B (Eric Zhang, Russell In, Richard Deng  and Ethan Vaca ) took  sixth place (2:13.25). The 11-12 boys 200 free relay team (Ethan Vaca, James Wu, Allan Wang and Raymond Lu) won first place with time 1:49.30
In the 13-14 age group, Serena Deardorff (14) placed first in 100 fly (1:00.36), second in 400 IM (4:46.93) and third in 200 fly (2:16.35), Chan Brain (13) placed fourth in 100 breast (1:07.57). The 13-14 girls 200 yard medley relay team (Melissa Loo, Alexandra Brown, Serena Deardroff, and Jennifer Enos ) took sixth place (1:58.85).

The 13-14 boys 200 yard free relay team (Brian Chan, Kinh Hoang, Jeffery Chan  and Raphael Tang 1) took eighth place (1:42.93)
In the 15-19 age group, Anna Marshall (15) took first place in 200 breast, and second in 100 breast (1:06.78). Megan Lydzinski (15) won first place in both 50 free (24.46) and 100 free (52.64). Peter Deardorff (16) placed eighth in 200 free (1:48.88) and seventh in 100 free (49.74). Daniel Druckman (15) took eighth in 200 back (2:02.19). The 15-19 girls relay team (Emily Koyen, Anna Marshall  , Megan Lydzinski and Kelly Covey ) placed fourth in 200 yard medley( 1:55.07) and sixth in 200 yard free(1:45.44)
The 15-19 boys 200 medley relay team (Daniel Druckman , Hya Grabylnikov , Honore Victor  and Peter Deardorff  ) placed fourth ( 1:43.93)
