Young X-Cel Swimmers Perform with Determination at the Jersey Storm Mini Meet  
 
Fort Dix, NJ October 18, 2009 -  The October 18, 2009 swim meet hosted by the Jersey Storm swim club at Fort Dix produced some exiting results for the X-Cel swimmers. This was the first 8 and under competition sanctioned by USA Swimming for the 2009 short course season. There were some exciting races producing top finishes for the young X-Cel swimmers. 
 
In the 6 and under age group, Adam Golbin (6) from Plainsboro won first place in four events:  the 100 yard IM (2:10.99), 25 yard free (20.57), 25 yard breast (30.81) and the 25 yard fly (28.48).  Golbin also placed second in the 25 yard back (27.46).  
 
In the 8 and under age group, Allison Chou (8) from Princeton swam a personal best in all four races.  Chou placed first in both the 25 back (19.37) and the 25 breast (23.73).  Chou also had a second place finish in the 25 free (16.88) and 25 fly (18.18).  Ashley Own (8) from Princeton Junction raced to second place in the 25 breast (24.08), third in the 25 back (21.92), fourth in the 25 free (17.40) and eighth in the 100 IM (1:42.22).  Richard Yuan (8) from Plainsboro improved his existing times and placed second in five events:  the 25 free (16.13), 100 free (1:27.62),    25 back (20.59), 25 fly (19.20) and the 100 IM (1:35.30). Michael Hu (8) from West Windsor placed third in the 100 free (2:09.40) and sixth in the 50 back (1:07.39).  Daniel Tang (8) from Belle Mead placed fifth in the 25 back (23.31), seventh in the 25 breast (27.89) and eighth in the 100 IM (2:01.20). Jonathan Yue (8) from Princeton placed eighth in the 25 breast (29.01).
 
In the boys 8 and under 100 free relay team (Jonathan Yue, Adam Golbin, Richard Yuan and Daniel Tang) placed a strong second (1:22.88).  The  girls 8 and under 100 free relay team (Allison Chou, Ashley Own, Morgan Linsley and Chelsea Li) finished a close fourth place with a time of (1:21.88).
