Leslie Zhang (10) placed sixth in 100 breast (1.31.92) and seventh in 200 IM (3.00.36). Zhang also placed eighth in 50 back (38.00). 
In the 11-12 age group, Samantha Chan (12) finished second in three events: the 100 breast (1.14.23), 200 IM (2.25.56) and 400 IM (5.04.75). Chan also placed sixth in 200 free (2.15.87) and seventh in both the 50 fly (31.74) and 100 fly (1.11.69). Madeleine Deardorff (11) finished fourth in four events: the 50 fly (30.93), 100 fly (1.09.30), 200 IM (2.29.12) and 500 free (5.53.62). Deardorff also placed fifth in the 400 IM (5:16.32).  Emily Hung (11) won first place in 100 IM (1.08.16) and finished second in both 50 back (31.68) and 100 back (1.07.40).  Hung placed third in the 500 free (5.52.30) and fourth in both the 50 breast (37.89) and 100 free (59.36). Russell In (11) finished fourth in 50 back (33.25) and fifth in 100 back (1.12.61). Shannon Lerner (12) finished eighth in both the 200 IM (2.37.32) and 500 free (5.59.73). Brian Li (12) placed eighth in 50 free (29.12).  Raymond Lu (12) took second place in both 50 breast (36.17) and 50 fly (30.20). Lu finished fourth in the 50 free (27.73), 100 breast (1.18.91) and 200 free (2.14.84) and sixth in 100 IM (1.09.54).  Ethan Vaca (12) finished second in 100 back (1.10.26), fourth in three events: the 100 fly(1.09.31), 400 IM (5.10.99) and 500 free (5.44.18).  Vaca also placed sixth in the 50 fly (30.69). Brian Chan (14) finished third in 100 breast (1.08.00) and sixth in both the 100 free (54.24) and 500 free (5.21.63).  Taylor Chiang (13) placed fourth in the 100 breast (1.14.42) and sixth in the 200 breast (2.44.52).  Ernest Chiu (14) finished fourth in both the 200 breast (2.35.43) and 400 IM (4.54.07). Chiu placed eighth in the 200 IM (2.18.49) and 100 breast (1.12.48). Serena Deardorff (14) won first place in five events: the 100 fly (58.98), 200 fly (2.11.53), 100 back (1.02.02), 200 back (2.14.50) and 400 IM (4.46.14).
