Princeton, New Jersey, June 01, 2009 --X-Cel Swimming is pleased to announce results for swimmers who finished among the Top 8 in their events at the recent Memorial Day Invitational Long Course Meet on May 23, 2009 at Rutgers University. 
In the 10 and under age group, Melinda Tang (9) took seventh in the 50 back (41.67), sixth in the 200 free (2:40.70) and eighth in the 200 IM (3:08.10).  Richard Deng (10) took sixth in the 50 free (34.89) and eighth in the 50 breast (48.01).  Russell In (10) took second in both the 100 back (1:25.21) and the 200 IM (3:02.93), fifth in both the 100 breast (1:40.62) and the 100 free (1:15.80), fourth in the 100 fly (1:30.95) and sixth in the 200 free (2:46.81).
In the 12 and under age group, Samantha Chan (11) placed fifth both in the 50 breast (40.10) and the 100 breast (1:27.37).  Cynthia Wu (12) placed seventh in the 50 breast (40.30) and the 100 fly (1:16.78) and eighth in the 100 breast (1:28.22).  Jessica Wang (12) finished eighth in the 50 free (31.23).  Allan Wang (11) placed fifth in the 50 breast (39.07), third in both 100 fly (1:14.01) and the 200 IM (2:39.45), fourth in both the 100 free (1:06.71) and the 50 fly (33.63) and sixth in the 100 breast (1:27.16).
In the 14 and under age group, Aleksa Lapinas (14) finished third in the 50 free (29.51).  Cindy Shi (13) took eighth place in the 200 breast (3:05.05) and sixth in the 100 breast (1:25.91).  Connie Zhang (14) placed fourth in the 200 breast (3:02.13) and seventh in the 100 fly (1:13.27).  Cori Michibata (14) won first place with zone times in both the 100 back (1:10.24) and the 200 back (2:32.82), and finished sixth in the 200 IM (2:44.21).  Elise Qian (14) took fifth place in the 200 breast (3:03.80).  Jocelyn Yuen (14) won first place in the 200 breast with a zone time of (2:55.21).  Yuen also placed second in three events: 100 fly (1:09.48), 100 breast (1:22.84), and 200 IM (2:38.65), fifth in the 200 free (2:20.63) and sixth in the 400 IM (5:45.38).  Julia Cunningham (14) took eighth in the 100 back (1:16.28) and second in both the 400 IM (5:36.75) and 200 fly (2:33.32).  Alexandra Brown (13) placed third in the 100 breast (1:24.47) and seventh in the 200 breast (3:04.15).  Brian Chan (13) finished sixth in 200 breast (2:54:94).  Patrick Park (13) won first place in four events: 200 breast (2:42:77), 400 IM (5:09:42), 400 free (4:33.82), and 200 IM (2:24.81).  Park also placed third in both the 100 breast (1:14.93) and 200 free (2:10.37).  Victor Honore (14) won first place in both the 100 back (1:06.88) and the 100 fly (1:04.04), second in the 200 back (2:26.74), third in both the 100 free (59.77) and 50 free (27.84) and fifth in 200 free (2:13.80).
In the 15 and over senior age group, Anna Marshall (15) took fifth in 100 breast (1:16.85).   Kelly Covey also placed fifth in the 50 free (28.69).  Megan Lydzinski (15) won first in the 100 free with an SAAT time of (59.40).  Rebecca Lewinson (16) took fourth in both the 100 Breast (1:16.75) and 200 IM (2:28.20) and eighth in the 100 butterfly (1:06.49).

X-Cel Swimming - In its fiftteenth year, X-Cel Swimming is a USA Swimming team founded and based in Mercer County.  Its swimming program uses Princeton University’s premier DeNunzio Pool.  X-Cel is run by Lucy (SiPei) Le, Head Coach.  Coach Lucy is one of the premier age groups coaches in the State of New Jersey, and has been coaching swimmers for over 20 years. Coach Lucy has trained swimmers in China who have won at the Asia Games, at the National Championships, and at the Junior National Games. 

Coach Lucy was a member of the Chinese National Swim Team and China’s Olympic Team between 1980 and 1984, She was Chinese national champion in the 200 meter butterfly in 1980, 1981, 1982, 1983, and 1984, and was five years a National Record-holder, breaking the national record more than ten times and eight times winning the title of National Champion.  Most recently, she has been nominated as the New Jersey Swimming 2006 Age Group Coach of the Year.
