X-Cel Swimming Announces Top-8 Finishes

at the NJ Swimming 2009 LC Junior Olympics

Princeton, NJ – X-Cel Swimming placed eighth out of 39 teams with a total of 1166 points at the NJ Swimming 2009 LC Junior Olympics held July 30th to August 2nd.  Four team records were broken at the meet and four swimmers ranked as “high point” scorers.  Top eight results follow.
In the 10 & under age group, Melinda Tang (9) placed second in the 400 free (5:23.87), fourth in the 100 fly (1:25.24), fifth in the 200 IM (3:01.19) and sixth in the 200 free (2:38.24).

In the 11-12 age group, Samantha Chan (11) placed sixth in both the 100 breast (1:25.53) and 200 breast (3:03.54).  Carla Tuan (12) placed fifth in the 800 free (10:13.58), sixth in the 400 IM (5:46.80), seventh in the 400 free (4:57.51) and eighth in the 1500 free (19:59.34).  Allan Wang (12) was the sixth highest point scorer in the meet for the 11-12 boys.  Wang placed third in the 200 breast (2:58.94), 200 IM (2:37.58) and 400 IM (5:41.51).  Wang also placed fourth in both the 100- and 200 fly (1:12.98 and 2:47.38) and sixth in three events: 50 fly (33.68), 50 breast (38.85) and 100 breast (1:23.98).  Jessica Wang (12) placed sixth in the 50 fly (32.92) and seventh in the 100 fly (1:14.74).  Cynthia Wu (12) swam to a third place finish in the 50 fly (32.44) and finished seventh in the 200 IM (2:41.62) and eighth in the 400 IM (5:52.14).

In the 13-14 age group, Alexandra Brown (13) placed seventh in the 100 breast (1:22.62).  Julia Cunningham (14) won the 200 fly setting a new team record with a time of (2:28.03).  Cunningham also placed fourth in the 100 fly (1:08.02) and sixth in the 400 IM (5.27.38).  Patrick Park (13) was the high point scorer in the meet for the 13-14 boys.  Park won both the 100- and 200 fly setting new team records with times of (1:02.63) and (2:19.68) respectively.  Park also placed second in three events: 100 free (58.11), 200 breast (2:42.75) and fourth in the 400 free (4:32.47).  Cindy Shi (13) placed fifth in the 200 breast (2:57.97).  Jocelyn Yuen (14) was the fourth highest point scorer in the meet for the 13-14 girls.  Yuen won the 200 IM with a time of (2:30.67) and placed second in the 100 fly (1:07.55), fourth in both the 100 breast (1:19.79) and 200 breast (2:57.51), fifth in the 100 free (1:02.73) and seventh in both the 50 free (28.90) and 400 IM (5:28.29).

In the 13-14 girl’s relays, X-Cel’s 400 free relay team of Jocelyn Yuen, Jennifer Enos, Cindy Shi and Aleksa Lapinas placed third with a time of (4:19.16).  X-Cel’s 400 medley relay team of Jennifer Enos, Jocelyn Yuen, Julia Cunningham and Aleksa Lapinas placed second with a Sectional Time of (4:46.94).
In the 15 & over age group, Daniel Druckman (15) placed fifth in the 100 back with a Sectional Time of (1:03.71).  Rebecca Lewinson (17) was the fifth highest point scorer in the meet for the 15 & over girls.  Lewinson won both the 100 breast (1:15.46) and the 200 breast (2:42.16) and placed third in the 400 IM (5:05.15) and sixth in the 100 fly (1:05.80).  Megan Lydzinski (15) won the 50 free (26.84) and the 100 free with a new team record of (57.59).  Anna Marshall placed third in the 100 breast (1:17.65) and fourth in the 200 breast (2:45.77).

X-Cel Swimming is a USA Swimming team dedicated to bringing out excellence in competitive swimmers. X-Cel's swimmers range from beginners to seniors who attain Zone, Sectional, and National level meets with USA Top-10 time cuts.
